4. MATTERS ARISING

a. LDC Official’s Day 2020 – Will be held via an online platform. 
b. LDC Conference 2020 – A survey has been circulated to gauge the feeling for whether the Conference should be virtual or actual. Sec has responded.
5. TOPICS FOR DISCUSSION
a. Covid 19 Preparations for a second wave. The second wave of the Covid 19 pandenmic seems to be well under way, Suffolk remaining one of the least affected areas, although numbers are now increasing.
b. UDCs & Clustering – The UDCs have been undertaking a clustering with a group of local practices, sharing and developing ideas as to a way forward for the delivery of dentistry through Covid and beyond which will work locally.
c. CCGs – Sec has met virtually with CCG representatives and agreement has been made for the UDCs to take on any dental cases which are being seen at the GP led ED service at A&E. Communication has been set up between the 3 sites to provide patients rapid access to emergency dental care. 111 have been included in discussions to ensure dental emergencies are sent to the UDCs and to any NHS practice with capacity, Practices are asked to keep emergency capacity for all patients open daily. 
d. Healthwatch – Sec has had a virtual meeting with the CEO of Healthwatch Suffolk, which has led to regular communications. A joint desire to see dentistry included centrally within the NHS is agreed.
e. Contract reform – Local developments are awaiting sign off and will hopefully involve the clustering and hub and spoke model of the UDCs, with the UDCs acting as a central poinyt for high needs patients who require stabilization.
f. Brexit preparations – All appears stable as far as the supply chain is concerned. Covid may have assisted in this development.
g. Orthodontics – Almost back to pre-Covid levels. Patients attending without their parents (Consent isssues?) Working group to address Secondary care recruitment issues.
h. Oral Surgery – Secondary care – GA wait 9-12 months. Sedation beoing sent to oral suregy level 2 providers – Who are not being paid for the additional work that they are carrying out.
